Mr. E. A. Crowley, besides minor expeditions, some of them 

solitary, crossed the Eigerjoch and Jungfraujoch without 
guides; also the Wetterlücke, Mönchjoch, Beichgrat, and Peter-
sgrat more than once.  He traversed the Mönch from Wengern 
Alp to the Bergli Hut, climbed the Eiger, the Jungfrau from the 
Roththal, the Tschingelhorn, and all but completed an ascent of 
Jungfrau by the difficult Schneehorn route (twenty-one hours 
out in bad weather).
