FUNERAL OF LATE
EX-MAYOR AIHERTON

HELD AT TBE HOME

Mrs, Hun-let Taylor Upton, presi-j
dent of the Ohio Women's Suffrage
esociatlon, addressed a meeting: of
women interested In the question at
Taylor Hall, Y. M. c. A. Tuesday
night. Following her address, Mrs.
Upton presided at a meeting at
which the local women organized a
suffrage association which will be
named later. Officers were elected
and a large number of women sub-
scribed to a membership list.

The meeting Tuesday night was
not. largely attended probably because
of the rain which fell after 6 o'clock.
Taylor hai] was probably half full.

Mrs. Upton discussed the suffrage
movement thoroughly and if there
was any doubt in the minds of her
auditors as to the right of women to
vote, it was dispelled by her force-
ful arguments.

She told of the movement of "votes
for women" from its earliest concep-
tion to the present day. She detail-
ed, the fight which was waged in the
constitutional convention when the
women sought to have their proposal
incorporated into the work of the
convention which was carried to n.
successful conclusion.

Mrs. Upton declared that the wo-
manly influence in matters of state
could only result in good, that the
ballot needed the refining influence
of women.

She declared that woman's sub-
mission to being denied the ballot
was a result of evolution She said
that woman's weakness started when
the world was young.

"1 believe that in the beginning
man and woman were created equal
mentally and physically. When she
was burdened with the care of chil-
dren she was compelled to remain in
the cave, hut or tepee, while her hus-
band roamed the fields on the hunt.
As a result, the woman became
weak physically, while man grew
stronger from his outdoor life and
exercise.

"Man then began to domineer over
woman and abused her until In her
weakness she grew to submit to the
strength of her mate,"

The speaker said that woman was
now beginning to see the mistakes
their ancestors had made and was
seeking now to right the wrong.

She told of the labors of women
in former years when their work con-
sisted in making everything that her
family used for food and clothius-
Now this labor was taken from her
by modern times and her full time
was no longer occupied as in the ear-
ly days.

Mrs. TJpton declared that the safe-
ty of the country depended upon Us
individual citizenship. "Who is more
responsible for such an obligation as
woman," asked the speaker.

"When we are given the ballot,"
said MrB-T Upton, "the greatest group
of intelligent voters ever franchised
will have a voice -in the making of
the laws. We want the ballot be-
cause we are citizens in every sense
of the ward and, we want to help
make the laws under which we live."

Mrs. Upton, told ol! the result of
the enfranchisement of women In
Colorado, Wyoming and Washington.
She called attention to the splendid
records made la these states. She
concluded her address with an. ap-
peal to the men to give the women
the right to vote, when the matter
comes up -with the other constitu-
tional amendments this fall.

In answering questions propound-
ed by several persons in the audience
Mrs. Upton declared that she was not
a militant suffragist and had no
sympathy with the acts of London
women in using violence as accredit-
ed to them in the news dispatches.

"However, we do not live in Lon-
don and do not understand the situa-
tion," she said.

Later, Mrs. Upton presided at a
meeting when officers Were elected
£or the local organization of women.
