Is there any actual truth {n the ¢claim
of thls cold-blooded scoundrel Dr.
Walte, when he tries to hide behind the

ta there gny serious-minded person of
Intelligence who wlill clalm noew in the
twentisth century that avil spiritg exist
and have the power to control living
humdn beings against their will te
commit crimes?

It it can be serlously maintained that
Dr. Waite was ruled by an evil apirit as
frequently instanced in the Bible—does
that relleve the poisoner from responsi-
bility for his erimes? .

Alelater (C‘rowley, the well-known stu-
dent of anclent magle, who isa a mem-
ber of severa! eriental orders of mys-
tic art. As evll spirits were repeated-
ty referred to and racognized in the Old
Teatament, and as the Saviour himself
cast out the devils from two men and
eaused them to enter the bodies of

Telief in Power of Demons,

"“Belief In spirits both evil and good
are exsential to bellef In Christianity,”
rald Mr. Crowley. ‘It you bglieve in
the existance of demons and are a
€hristlan  you must believe in the
power of cdemons to Iinfluence your
acta when they have once galned a
hold upon you. You are specifically
warned in the Bible agalnst the powers
of evitl Demons are ever watching for
a chance to get at you. You must keep
them at a ¢istance—have no communi-
cation with that which i8 evil, For
when vou are in the power of the evll
ons vou are lost.

"t am not well Iinformed about the
cage of Dr. Waite. 1 believe that 12 1
should see and talk with him I would
Mnow whether he was actually in the

power of the evil spirit he calls ‘the
man from kgypt' or is preparing cun-
ringly for an obvious defense. But

that such a thing ls posstible is without

guestion. [ have met with such cases
too often in my own practice to have
any doubts. Frequently [ have been
consulted by men and women—clear-
heasted, otherwlise normal human

beings who were just as plainly under
the nfluence of a spirit of evil as a

person would be plainly a victim of
pneumonia ¢ both lungs were con-
gosted. It was only by the best sxer-

tion of their wlit power that they had
not vet surrendered to the enemy.
“There are olasgical instances—Martin
t,uther serves admirably. Here was a
tremendous intellectual and moral force,
one of the greatest the world has ever
known. Martin Luther related how he
wan beset by the devil—not by any
vague spirit form of evil, but by the
ovil ona himsgelf—and how he fought and
vanquished him. There is no question
about the devil getting after Luther:
thers was every reason why he should
—l.uther was tha devil’a most powerful
enemy in AR age when the powers of

‘darkness had been having things pretty

much their own way.
Martin Luther's Evil Spirit.
“It was tnavitable that Luther should

gvercoeme the evil apirit that beset him.
Ne huyman belug of Luther's strength

of mind and purpose need fear the power

of the devll and hiz angels; but when
erdinary persons are beset in that fash-
fjon they truly are in danger. Theay
nave not aufficient weapons of défense
~—have not had to fight that kind of
ememy before, are unprepared to mest
unfamitiar advances and attacks.
“The evil influence grows satronger,
the oppaosition weakens. Tha victit fedls
himself physically urged to do certain
things. Those things are evil. As hia
pawer of resistance d¥clinea the evil
force seems actually to take possession
of hia hody. which at length—unlass

‘help arrives—does the demon’a bidding.

‘“Who perfarmed the evil act, the man
or the demon?

“Untll modern times and thelr fash-
jop of denying tha existence of the un-
wesn, the man often would have been
held irresponsible—he was ‘pogsessed,’
thé demon was the culprit. Our Saviour
recognized that fact when He gave His
gltention, not to the man, but to the

devNs, and cast them out,

An Act of Divinity.

“That was the power and the act of
divinity, which, on its spiritual plane,
s not handicapped by lack of knowl-
edgs of other aplrits, geod and bad.
Man, to opposs and overcome evil
apirits, sither must be more than ordi-
narity powerful is mind and in pur-
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pose, or must symmon to his ‘aid the

ages old and invulnerahle defense af-
forded by training in knowledge of the
occult.

“The art of magle s a long-estab-
lished system which familiariges the
adept to a greater or lesser degree
with the inhabitants of the unknown
world, teaches him hew to communi~
cate with spirits, enableg him to win
and enjoy the protection, the gyardian-
ship of good spirits and supplies forms
and rituals which disarm spirits of evil.
