Number of Promotions Revised.

Whils computations were made at
once in the War Department to show
the number of officers of the cavalry,
coast artillery and infantry that would
become due for promotion on July 1 as
a result of the flrst Increment of in-
crease, additional officers to equalize
promotion and the extra 822 officers for
the detached list, as previously given
in these columns, there was delay in
computing the increases in the fleld 'ar-
tillery from these causes. The number
of officers for the 21 fleld artillery regi-
ments authorized by the army reorgan-
ization bilY is dependent as to certain
grades upon the organization of those
regiments, :

As & basis of computing the nuinber
of field artillery officers that will be
due for promotion on July 1 by reason
of the first increment of increase and
the detached list, it is assumed that the
field artillery will be organized into five
horse and heavy artillery regiments of
three battalions each, and sixteen light
and mountain artillery regimenta of
two battalions each. On this basis the
fojlowing numbers of field artillery of-
ficers will be due for promotion on
July 1: Six lleutenant coloneis to col-
onel, 10 majors to lieutenant cglonel,
21 captains to major, 78 . first liputen-
ants to captain, and 188 second lfeuten-
ants to first lieutenant.

Since the first computation the num-
bers of coast artillery officers that will
be due for promotion on July 1 has been
revised, and on the later computation
there then will be due for promotion 6
lieutenant colonels to colonel, 13 ma-
jora to lieutenant colonel, 32 captains
to major, 140 first lieutenants to cap-
tain, and 250- second lieutenants to first
1ieuatenant. - oo AR e

Besides the promotions that wih be-
come due in the line on account of in-

creases In the various arms, additionaly

officers to equalize promotion, and the
increase in the detached 1list, ‘there also
will be some -on account of advance-
ments resulting from appointment of

| BOAM STREETS WITHOUT FEAR

Mountain Sheep, Goats and Deer En-
Joy Life When They Wander in

. From National Park to Study Civ-

" ilization at First Hand—Lynx a
Target——Sheep Hard to Shoot.

" Banff, Alberta, May 27.—How to
keep the strests free from mountain
sheep and goats has become an. im-
minent problem, for the wild animals
of the national park roundabout are
wild no longer. Mountain sheep are
dally seen grazing in the very suburbs
of the town, whilé deer are frequently
met in.the streets among thHe housss.
Bach succeeding generation of ani-
mals {s becomihg more domesticated,
and it is thought eventyally deer,
mountain sheep and goats will wander
through the streets at will, without
showing any signs of fear whatever.
The Dominion government has set
“park”
in the region of the Rockieg, where 46
peaks are. over 11,000 feeg high, In
this preserve big game must not be
hunted indiscriminately, and the gov-
ernment has instituted laws for their
protection.

Game Outaide the Preserve.

But outside- the preserve the hunter
is free to enjoy his sport, and thers is
plenty of it to be had; the grizzly bear,
mountain goat, wild mountain sheep
and lynx take up their abode in large
numbersy in these parts. In the open
seagons many a Darty sets out with
guifes and ponies from, Banff. The
spring is the best time.to hunt the
grizzly bear, when his fur is atill thick
after the winter's sleep. Often It is
difffcult to bag him, but his skin is.a
trophy of which any hunter ‘may be
proud.

1t is a preety sight to watch a wild
goat as he stands on some cliff, seem-
ingly admiring the picturesqueness of
the tandscape that lles beneath him,
While in pursuit of the Rocky Mountain
goat the hunter has to take some seri-
oug risks; he has to ascend precipitous
crags, hanging ¢n almost by the skin of
his teeth, Thg¢ goat can dash along
from rock to rock with the same grace-
ful ease and velocity as that displayed
by a bird traveling from twig to twig on
some adjacent fir tree. But it is the
danger and excitement of the chase that
gives the hunter the greatest delight.

Hard to Shoot Sheep.

It is difficult to shoot the bighorn or
wild mountain sheep. After feasting on
the lowlands In the ‘early morning, the
bighorn ascenda to the fastnesses of the
mountainas. It is almost imposgible task
for the hunter to get within range, and
if ever he does get there, he must not
make the least noise or show himself,
for the bighorn i{s both timid and ob-
servant, and when he is startled once
there s little chance of again coming
into close quarters with him.

The bighorn's flesh is pronounced by
spleures to be most dellclous and his
horns malke very beautiful ornaments,

In its cozy coat of soft, ashy gray fur,
the lynx egeems to be like a cat, and he
certainly is of the cat family. He is
rather pretty, and though not such a
prize trophy for the sportsman as some
of the bigger forest neighbors, he is al-
ways ‘welcome toza rifle bullet. -
