CAPE TOWN, South Africa—
luggagze department of
Cape Town Station a small wood-
en trunk was left to be called for.
It had arrived from a backveld
district in the north. It was ad-
dressed to a native and might
have contained the 10i oddments
which an African native counts
as his sole worldiy possessions.

After a few days a native ar-
rived and claimed the {runk. He
was asked 1o explain what it con-
tained and hesitated to do so. The
man who asked bRim disclosed
himself as a police officer. The
trunk was opened. It was filled
with what looked like—and in
fact was—dried weeds. But the
weeds had been put there for a
definite purpose.

The police officer seemed sitis-
fied that -he had found what he
was looking for. He whistled to
two men walting outside. They
entered and with the fewest pos-
sible words the native was hand-
cuffed and taken away. Next day
Yie appeared in court on a charge
of being in possession of ‘“‘dagga’™
and ihe officer said the trunk con-
tained enough of this deadly herb
to realise nearly 500 pounds when
sold in shilling packets weighing
a few pennyweights to addicts_ of
the drug.

A Hardy Plant.

Now “dagga’ is in reality In-
dian hemp. It grows easily, Is
verv hardy and when an inch or
two high can easily be mistaken
for voung tomato plants.

It is grown in many of the
smail places in the backveld and
seni to the iarger towns where
among the natives it is almost as
great a curse as opium is in
China.

It is sometimes smoked in an
ordinary pipe but the real dagga
pipe consists of a bowl of soft
sandsione or clay buried in a hole
in the ground with a length of
bamboo connecting the bowl to a
bullock’s horn which holds water.
The water deadens the burning
sensation in ihe smoker’s mouth.

The dagga smoker is Tesponsi-
ble for mnearly ail the crimes of
violence committed in this part of
Afriea. For the most part the
weed is smoked by natives but
Dr. J. A. Mitchell, secretary for
the Public Health, stariled the
country recently by disclosing that
it is smoked also by many Euro-
pean youths and even schoolbors
in some of the large towns. The
effect of dagga smoking is at first
to produce a sense of exhilaration
and its continuation leads to ex-
citement ané eventually to mad-
ness. A man drunk with dagza
smoking is a danger to him
