Mr. Crowley says he believes the trouble was due to a 
report that he was responsible for the death in Sicily of his 
secretary, Mr. Raoul Loveday, an Oxford undergraduate.   

“Perhaps the lecture was banned because Rais said he 
ritually murdered 800 children, and because of a false 
accusation that I not only killed but had eaten children,” he 
said.
