HISTORY OF THE CHURCH

Mr, F, G. Sale, Session Cl«rk,
presented a, resume of the Church's
history in Jamaica, f r o m . t h e time
of its birth in 1900 with a small
congregation, down through the
earthquake in 1907. right up to the
present year'. He traced with
facts and figures, how, starting out
In 1902 wi tn a debt of over £ 1,400
incurred in the setting up of Church
they struggled on bravely only to
meet a terrible blow when the

t

earthquake came and sent
their deb'it soaring up" to", over
£2.500. Added to cost - of re-
pairs, which was £ 400 . there was
also the matter of an extension
which cost £395. Then in 1926
they carried through the erection of
the Mais Memorial Hall which cost
nearly £ 9 0 0 , bringing up the total
amount, to £ 3 ,400 .

"I am now delighted- to tell
you," went on Mr. Sale "that we
have entered tlie year 1934 with
no debts. Af ter a trying jerjod. of..
33 years, this little congregation,
has, in addition to meeting its

working expenses each year -and
contributing well to the Synod
Funds and to the: Missions, cleared
off all debts and at the present time
has no outstanding claims. This
condition of affairs is In a great
measure due to the Resistance, flnan
cial and in the matter oi encour-

*•

agemeni, receive f rom our minister
Mr. Gartshore. who has been a tow-
er of strength and an inspiration to
the members during the past 25
years. In the name of St. Haul's
I say may God's blessing rest on
him and his dear family for many
years to come."

MR. \V. J. PALMER SFEAKS.
He said he wanted to express In

all sincerity his sense of adm-Iration
love and respect for the «entloman
whom they were honouring^ Hl»
esteem for Mr. Garthshore .was
built up by personal association not
only 4n the sphere of the Church
but also in publ ic activities. Mr.
Gartsbore was quite a figure in
the public life of Jamaica and peo-
ple on every hand admired him for
his attributes of unfa i l ing courtesy
and energy and the Scotch char-
acteristic of setting what he wanted
( l a u g h t e r ) . He had also an interest
in our educational life and was
associated wi th several seats of
learning—his services in connection
with Mico Training College, Short
wood College and the St. Andrew
High School for Girls were well
known. Nor should they forget
activities with the Victoria League
Jn which he held for some ynars
the office of vice chairman. Those
who were privileged to work with
him In the League could tell of
his always doing his part and help
Ing as much as possible.

He was best known to him (Mr.
Paimer) through his services with
the Kingston Charity Organisation
Society. That work called for a
great deal ot patience, use of tact
and courage too at times. Mr. Gart
shore had been associated with
the Society for 20 years as secre-
tary for most of the time* Personal
ly he had a great association with
Mr. Gartehore, for sometime and
felt he was entitled to speak. In
all, he fe l t confident they would
agree with him in saying that Mr.
Gartshore is and hag been for a
number of years, apart from his
work in the Cburch, an outstand-
ing publif man—one to whom they
could look up and admire, who in
bis very acts and ways was a
source of inspiration.

Mr* Gartshore was leaving them
on furlough but it was hard to pic
ture him in any other place than
Jamaica. He wished to convoy to
him his own deep sense of appre
elation and to express the hope
that he would go home, spend his
time happily and come back to
them once more.

Sir, Duncan, who is organising
secretary for the Foreign Mission
Society of the Church of Scotland,
and is on a visit here, proved to "be
a very pleasant and witty speak-
er. His easy conversational manner
did not fail to charm his listeners
and his short address was thorongb

over there. So much so, that learn considerable self-sacriflce
ing he was expected to come to
Scotland during the course of , the
year, the Committee had conferred
on him the high honour of address
ing the ful l Assembly of the Church
of Scotland.

He^ nrent on to say-Jthat what
had brought him here was thejact
^that he was not well,:H« hadrrea'l-
'ised that he had had'' no hbliday
for 14 years and sou-eone told him
that If he wanted to spend a real
enjoyable holiday there wan no
place like the West Indies and the
best of ail was Jamaica. He count-
ed It a great privilege to be asso-
ciated in doing honour to Mr. Gart
shore. His name was written
In the life of Jamaica and his work
was known and admired not only
here but abroad.

He was grateful for the refor-
ence made by one of the speakers
Mr. Clerk, to th^ Missionary spirit.
He was surprised to know how few
people knew the motto of their
Church. It was taken from Mat-
thew 24. 14 and read "And this
gospel of the Kingdom shall be
preached in all the world for a
witness unto all nations; and then
shall the end rom^." This, then was
their ideal as a Churrh and they
•wanted to live up to it.

He wished to thank them for
the privilege of delivering this tnes
sage and he was specially grateful
for the invitation to be present on
the platform on that occasion. He
was delighted with the welcome
accorded him.
