HASTINGS, England (#—Aleister
Crowley, magician and mystic,
claimed that when he was 40 he
had distilled and drunk the true
elixir. of life supposed to prolong
life forever. Monday night, at 72,
he died.

Crowley, center of fantastic stor-
ies, once said of himself, ‘“‘They
have cslied me ‘the worst man in
the world.” They have accused me
of doing everything from murder-
ing women and throwing their bod-
ies into the Seine to drug peddling.
‘‘We magicians are misunder-
stood.” he added.

French Solons
In Near Riot

PARIS, ((P—Communist deputies,
determined not to be deprived of
their votes against Premier Robert
Schuman’s drastic anti-strike bill,
occupied the chamber of the na-
tional assembly in relays carly
Tuesday scveral hours after a ses-
sion broke up in a near riot.

Edouard Herriot. president of the
assembly, suspended the session
Monday night when it became so
tumultous ihat it was impossible to
restore order. The session ended be-
fore the deputies could enact tha
powerful strike control bill the
government wants to use to break
the Communist hold on the labor
movement.

Communist deputies relieved each
other in teams throughout the night
in occupying the assembly chamber
after one of them refused to accept
a vote of censure for “inciting the
army to revolt” which would expel
him temporarily.

A Communist spokesman said his
colleagues were remaining in the
halli in case Herriot tried to con-
vene the deputics into session with-
out notifying the Communists, who
have been struggling since Satur-
day safternoon to prevent a final
vote.

Disorder broke out in the cham-
ber when the Communist refused to
accept the censure and his col-
leagues supported him with shouts
and catcalls.

With the assembly out of session,
a creeping industrial and transpor-
tation paralysis, caused by a wave
of strikes which have left mere than
2,000,000 idle, gripped the nation.

Senator Taft Proposes
More Production, Less
Spending by Americans

PHILADELPHIA »—An anti-in-
flation program calling on . the
American people to produce more
and spend less was proposed Mon-
day night by Senator Taft (R-
Ohio).

He denounced what he charac-
terized as President Truman's re-
quest for “‘unlimited authority” to
impose price-wage and rationing
controls, Taft said the administra-
tion is relying on a return to con-
trols and this ‘“at least raises the
question whether it is in good faith
in its denuncation of high prices.”
